1.0 EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

CPAI has performed a Phase 1 Environmental Site Assessment of the subject site, formerly the
Fonda Group, Inc. Facility, most recently known as Solo®, located at 15 - 21 Lower Newton
Street, St. Albans, Vermont. The subject site, comprised of + 5.5 acres of land, a large manuf-
acturing facility, and associated outbuildings, is identified on the USGS Topographic Map in
Appendix 1. The Phase 1 Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) was conducted on behalf of The
City of St. Albans, 100 North Main Street, St. Albans, Vermont, prior to planned purchase of the
property. All ESA activities were performed in conformance with the scope and limitations of
ASTM Practice E 1527-05. Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in
Section 2.0 of this report. This assessment has revealed no evidence of recognized environ-
mental conditions with the following exceptions:

e Regular usage of hazardous materials over the operating history of the facility,
including, but not limited to, solvents, petroleum products and inks, in various
manufacturing processes.

e Staining of designated surfaces inside/outside Buildings #1, #2 & #3.
» Past presence of two (2) underground storage tanks (UST's).

¢ Presence of abandoned 55 gallon drums with unconfirmed contents at
the exterior east side of Building #3 and at the southeast corner of the
loading dock area in Building #1.

e Presence of unidentified fill/vent pipes located adjacent to entrance to
cafeteria at east side of 2-story section of Building #1.

Hazardous materials used at the subject site included solvents, petroleum products and inks.
Prior to switching to the use of water based (food grade) inks, ink constituents may have
included heavy metals, including lead, chromium and barium. Open floor drains in the vicinity of
stained floor/wall surfaces within the facility represented a potential pathway for contaminants to
reach soils and/or groundwater at the site.

With respect to the past presence of UST's at the subject site, site assessment activities during
closure was limited to olfactory observations and screening of soils with a photoionization
detector (PID). Furthermore, distribution piping associated with the 10,000 gallon solvent UST
was reportedly rinsed and left in place.

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Based on our findings, CPAI recommends the following:

(1) /Installation of groundwater monitoring wells at the site and sampling of
groundwater for the presence of heavy metals, volatile organic compounds
and semi-volatile organic compounds. Core samples of soils removed during
monitoring well installation should be screened with a photoionization detector
(PID) for the presence of volatile organic compounds.

(2) Proper removal, cleaning and disposal of distribution piping associated
with the former 10,000 gallon solvent UST.

(3) Characterization of contents of all abandoned 55 gallon drums and proper
disposal. Screening of ground/floor surfaces in the vicinity of drums with
a PID for the presence of volatile organic compounds.

(4) Excavation in the vicinity of the unidentified fill/vent pipes adjacent to
entrance to cafeteria at east side of 2-story section of Building #1 to
determine if an UST is present. Fill/vent pipes should be removed and
properly cleaned and disposed of.

CPAI also recommends follow-up with Fonda Group, Inc. personnel to ensure that all required site
closure documents are filed with the Vermont Department of Environmental Conservation in
accordance with Vermont Hazardous Waste Management Regulations.

With respect to non-scope considerations, prior to any demolition/renovation activities at the
subject site, CPAI recommends the following:

(1) Performance of a comprehensive asbestos inspection.

(2) Performance of Lead TCLP testing to ensure that demolition debris may
be disposed of as construction waste as opposed to lead hazardous waste.

(3) Removal/proper disposal of other potentially hazardous materials (i.e.
mercury containing thermostats, fluorescent light tubes, ballasts associated
with fluorescent fixtures, residual fuel oil, etc.).

CPAI findings and conclusions should not be considered as scientific certainties, but rather as
probabilities based on our professional experience and judgment concerning the significance of
the limited data gathered during the course of this ESA. Specifically, CPAI does not guarantee
that the site contains no hazardous substances, petroleum products, or other latent conditions
beyond that observed by CPAI during performance of this ESA.

2.0 INTRODUCTION

Clay Point Associates, Inc. (CPAI) has completed a Phase 1 Environmental Site Assessment (ESA)
conducted in accordance with ASTM Standard E 1527-05, "Standard Practice for Environmental
Site Assessments: Phase 1 Environmental Site Assessment Process" on behalf of the City of St.
Albans, Vermont. An ESA conducted in accordance with the ASTM Standard is intended to permit
a user to satisfy one of the requirements to qualify for the "innocent landowner defense" to
CERCLA liability: that is, the practice that constitutes "all appropriate inquiry into the previous
ownership and uses of the property consistent with good commercial practices” as defined in 42
USC § 9601(35)(B).

2.1 PURPOSE

The intent of this ESA was to identify any hazardous substances or petroleum products on the
subject site or adjoining properties which may have resulted in contamination, or may cause a
future threat of contamination at the subject site. The subject site consists of the property and
buildings located thereon at 15 - 21 Lower Newton Street, St. Albans, Vermont.

ESA activities occurred at the request of the City of St. Albans, 100 North Main Street, St.
Albans, Vermont, prior to purchase of the property.

2.2 SCOPE OF WORK

This ESA was conducted in accordance with ASTM Standard E 1527-05. Any additions, deletions
or deviations to the ASTM Standard are noted below. The scope of work for this ESA included
the following:

¢ Performance of a site reconnaissance which included an evaluation of the property
and an inspection of all buildings. Conclusions/recommendations in this report doc-
ument were based on site conditions as observed on August 1, 2007.

¢ Review of referenced physical setting sources to gain information relative to topo-
graphy, geology, soils and hydrologic conditions at/adjacent to the subject site.

» Research into past uses of the subject site and adjacent properties through a rev-
iew of historic land use sources including, but not limited to,Sanborn Fire Insurance
Maps, aerial photographs, historic city directories and prior reports.

Observations presented in this report
are valid as of the date of the site reconnaissance. Where access to portions of the subject site
and/or buildings thereon was restricted or limited, CPAI renders no opinion as to the presence of
hazardous substances or petroleum products in that portion of the subject site and/or buildings.

Conclusions presented in this report are based on observations from CPAI's site visit, interview(s)
with owner(s)/occupant(s), interviews with local/state government officials, review of standard
federal and state environmental records, and a review of available historical data. Furthermore,
any conclusions were based solely on surficial geology and conditions noted during the site visit
which occurred on August 1, 2007. There were no limiting conditions at the time of the site visit.

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3.0 PHYSICAL SETTING SUMMARY

3.1 ENVIRONMENTAL SETTING

The subject site, formerly the Fonda Group, Inc. Facility, most recently known as Solo®, is
located at 15 - 21 Lower Newton Street, St. Albans, Vermont. The subject site is comprised of
+ 5.5 acres, a large manufacturing facility, and associated outbuildings. The subject site is
indicated on the USGS Topographic Map located in Appendix 1. The property boundaries are
depicted on the Boundary Survey (Buck & Pierce Consulting Engineers, 11/07/84) located in
Appendix 2. Floor plans depicting existing conditions in the main manufacturing building are also
attached in Appendix 2.

The subject site straddles the St. Albans City/St. Albans Town boundary at the north central
section of St. Albans City. The subject site is located in a mixed use area of St. Albans which
includes/have included, industrial, commercial and residential land uses.

3.2 TOPOGRAPHY

Topography at the subject site is relatively flat to gently sloping down from east to west.
General topography in the area is gently to moderately sloping down from east to west, towards
Steven's Brook, located approximately 1,000 feet west of the subject site. An USGS 7.5 x 15
Minute Series topographic map of the area (St. Albans Quadrangle - 1964/photorevised 1987) is
included in Appendix 1.

3.3 SOILS

According to the USDA, Natural Resource Conservation Service's Web Soil Survey, soils at the
site are comprised of Georgia Stony Loam, 3 to 8 percent slopes. These soils are moderately well
drained and consist of loam from 0 - 22 inches and fine sandy loam from 22 - 60 inches. Depth to
restrictive features is 80 inches and average depth to water table is 18 - 36 inches.

4.0 GENERAL SITE SUMMARY

4.1 DESCRIPTION OF STRUCTURES

The main manufacturing building at the subject site is comprised of three (3) interconnected
buildings (see floor plan in Appendix 2) with varying dates of construction as follows:

Building #1 - Original building constructed circa 1938. Comprised of
office areas, production areas, main loading dock, maintenance area
and an employee cafeteria.

Building #2 - Constructed circa 1954. Comprised of production areas,
loading dock, hazardous waste storage room, ink storage/mixing rooms
and printing area.

Building #3 - Constructed circa 1957. Comprised of production areas,
printing area, paper shredding area, loading dock and warehouse area.

Building #1 is wood/steel framed with wood siding. The southernmost 2-story section of the
building has a full basement while the production area to the north was built on a poured
concrete slab. Heating/cooling in the south 2-story section of the building is by a forced hot
air/cooling system. Heating in the production area to the north is via ceiling hung unit heaters.

Buildings #2 & #3 are cement block construction with steel roof trusses and were built on poured
concrete slabs. Heat is provided via ceiling hung unit heaters.

Outbuildings at the subject site include a 1-story boiler house located east of Building #1. The
boiler house, largely empty at the time of the site reconnaissance; is cement block construction
with steel roof trusses on a poured concrete foundation. Remaining outbuildings include a 1-
story wood framed/sided storage shed at the north end of the main parking lot, and a dilapidated
1-story wood framed/sided structure containing a fire hydrant east of Building #2/Building #3.

4.2 OTHER SITE IMPROVEMENTS

An asphalt drive/access way is located to the east of the building and ends at the junction of
Buildings #2 & #3. A gravel drive/access way is located to the west of the buildings and
terminates at an overhead door at the north elevation of Building #3. An asphalt paved parking
lot is located at the southeast section of the subject site. Minimal landscaping, overgrown at the

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time of the site reconnaissance, was observed at the south side of Building #1.

There are two (2) electrical substations located at the west side of the building, each containing
three (3) fluid filled transformers. Both substations are fenced and all transformers were
observed to be located on concrete pads. The south substation is owned by Central Vermont
Public Service Corporation (CVPS) of Rutland, Vermont. According to a CVPS representative, the
transformers located in the CVPS substation are PCB containing. The north substation is owned
by the Fonda Group, Inc. Transformers in the Fonda substation are labeled non-PCB. Sue
Chabot, a representative of Fonda, provided CPAI with documents indicating that the Fonda
owned transformers were reclassified from PCB containing to non-PCB containing in 2002
following retrofilling and follow-up sampling/analysis.

4.3 CURRENT USES OF PROPERTY

The property is currently unoccupied/unused.

4.4 CURRENT USES OF ADJOINING PROPERTIES

North:  Adjacent north areas are wooded/undeveloped, beyond which are residential
and commercial property types, including two (2) gasoline dispensing stations.

South:  Lower Newton Street abuts the subject site to the south, beyond which are
residential property types.

East: Abutting properties to the east are comprised of residential uses, beyond which
is North Main Street (U.S. Route 7).

West:  An abandoned railroad ROW abuts the subject site to the west. Beyond the
railroad ROW is an office building, a propane distributor, and a large warehouse
leased by the Fonda Group, Inc.

5.2.5 Prior Environmental Site Assessment

The prior report, titled "Phase 1 Environmental Site Assessment and Limited Compliance Review"
was conducted in December 2003 on behalf of Seyfarth Shaw LLP prior to a planned financial
transaction involving the facility. The report was prepared by Environmental Resources
Management (ERM) of Exton, Pennsylvania.

This Phase 1 report detailed prior manufacturing activities undertaken by the Fonda Group, Inc.
at the subject site. According to the ERM report, facility operations included the manufacture of
printed plate and takeout food containers. The ERM report indicated that hazardous waste
storage, ink mixing and ink storage rooms were all focated in the east section of Building #2.

The ERM report identified the following Recognized Environmental Conditions in connection with
the subject site:

1) Historical Solvent and Ink Usage - ERM reported that prior to 1969, solvent
based inks were used in printing operations at the site. Other ink constituents
included various heavy metals (i.e. lead, chromium, barium). ERM reported
the presence of ink staining of designated surfaces inside/outside the Ink Room
at the east section of Building #2. Furthermore, ERM reported that integrity
testing of piping associated with floor drains had not been conducted.

2) Former Underground Storage Tanks (UST's) - According to ERM, two (2) UST's
were previously located at the subject site. The first, a 10,000 gallon, two (2)
compartment tank was used for storage of acetone and ethyl acetate. The
second, an 8,300 gallon UST was used for storage of No. 2 and No. 4 fuel
oil. ERM reported that neither UST closure appeared to have included the
collection of confirmatory soil or groundwater samples for laboratory anal-
ysis. ERM also reported that there was no indication that integrity testing
was conducted of distribution piping associated with the solvent UST which
was reportedly rinsed and left in place.

3) Chemical Storage - ERM reported the presence of two (2) floor drains in
close proximity to ink storage locations. Limited ink staining was noted
in the vicinity of floor drains.

In addition to REC's, ERM identified the following issues:

e Stormwater - No permit and "No Exposure Certification" not filed
» Universal Waste - Containers not properly labeled and dated
» Asbestos - Asbestos containing materials observed in buildings at
the subject site
e Hazardous Waste Disposal - Fonda Group, Inc. was notified as
a potentially responsible party (PRP) for the Union Chemical Co.

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6.0 ENVIRONMENTAL RECORD REVIEW

CPAI employed the services of Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) to search standard
federal and state environmental records, as well as other physical setting sources. A disclaimer
accompanying the information generated on CPAI's behalf is included in Appendix 3 of this
report. CPAI also searched environmental databases maintained by the State of Vermont,
Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) to confirm the accuracy of the EDR data.

6.1 STANDARD FEDERAL ENVIRONMENTAL RECORDS REVIEW

CPAI reviewed the following federal databases as part of the ESA within the circumference noted
below, among others. A description of the databases searched and properties listed under each

According to the EDR report, the subject site is listed in the UST database. The database
reported that a 10,000 gallon UST had been removed in 1989 and an 8,300 gallon UST had been
removed in 2001. Both UST's were reported to be in good condition.

The subject site was also listed in the TIER 2 database, which is outside of the scope of ASTM
1527-05. Please refer to section 6.2.4 for more information concerning the TIER 2 database
listing.

According to the Vermont DEC, the subject site was also listed in the RCRA GNRTR database as a
small quantity generator of hazardous waste.

With respect to off site listings, New England Central Railroad, located at 2 Federal Street is
listed in the CERCLIS, FINDS and RCRA GNRTR databases. This site, also listed in the SHWS
database, was listed due to the discovery of petroleum contamination in 1977. The CERCLIS

database contains data on potentially hazardous waste sites that have been reported to the EPA
by states, municipalities, private companies and private persons. CERCLIS sites are either
proposed to or on the National Priorities List (NPL) and sites which are in the screening and
assessment phase for possible inclusion on the NPL. Based on factors including distance from the
subject site, topographic relations and estimated direction of groundwater flow, CPAI does not
consider the New England Central Railroad site to be a threat to the environmental integrity of
the subject site.

The Energizer Battery Manufacturing facility at 75 Swanton Road, is listed in the RCRA
CORRACTS database. This database is a list of handlers of hazardous waste with RCRA
corrective action activity. Based on factors including distance from the subject site, topographic
relations and estimated direction of groundwater flow, CPAI does not consider the Energizer
Battery Manufacturing site to be a threat to the environmental integrity of the subject site.

Remaining sites listed in standard federal environmental databases according to the EDR report
appeared in the RCRA GNRTR databases.

Properties listed in the RCRA GNRTR databases are registered with the EPA's Resource Con-
servation and Recovery Information System as a generator of hazardous waste. Conditionally
exempt small quantity generators are sites that generate less than 100 kilograms of hazardous
waste, or less than 1 kilogram of acutely hazardous waste per month. Small quantity generators
are sites that generate between 100 and 1,000 kilograms of hazardous waste per month. Large
quantity generators are sites that generate over 1,000 kilograms of hazardous waste, or more
than 1 kilogram of acutely hazardous waste per month. While the RCRA GNRTR databases
contains useful information regarding hazardous waste generators in the vicinity of the subject
site, CPAI does not consider RCRA GNRTR sites listed in the EDR Report or by the VT DEC in the
vicinity of the subject site to be a threat to the environmental integrity of the subject site.

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EDR/VT DEC reported the presence of several listings in the SHWS database within the
circumference noted above. CPAI performed additional research into SHWS sites within 0.25 mile
of the subject site and sites located up/cross gradient from the subject site with the greatest
likelihood of impacting the environmental integrity of the subject site.

e North End Quick Stop (State 1.D. #972243), 248 North Main Street, app-
roximately 0.2 mile north-north-east. Petroleum contamination discovered
in 1997 during removal of five (5) UST's containing petroleum products.
Site characterization activities indicated that contaminants were present in
soil and in groundwater at levels exceeding Vermont groundwater enforce-
ment standards (VGES). Groundwater flow was determined to be to the
west. Based on factors including distance from the site, topographic
relations and the direction of groundwater flow, CPAI does not consider
this site to be a threat to the environmental integrity of the subject
site.

¢ North Main Exxon (State I.D. #992699), 266 North Main Street, approx-
imately 0.24 mile north-north-east. Petroleum contamination discovered
during removal of three (3) UST's containing petroleum products. Site
characterization activities indicated that contaminants were present in
groundwater at levels exceeding Vermont groundwater enforcement
standards (VGES). Groundwater flow was determined to be to the north-
west. Based on factors including distance from the site, topographic
relations and the direction of groundwater flow, CPAI does not consider
this site to be a threat to the environmental integrity of the subject
site.

Due to factors including regulatory status, distance from the site, the topographic relationship of
listed sites to the subject site, and the fact that the subject site is served by City of St. Albans
water service, CPAI does not consider any of the remaining sites in the SHWS/LUST databases
greater than 0.25 mile from the subject site to be a threat to the environmental integrity of the
subject site.

Remaining sites in standard state environmental record sources were listed in the UST database.
The VT UST database is maintained by the VT DEC, and is a compilation of facilities which have
registered UST's. While this database provides useful information concerning registered UST's in
the area, CPAI does not consider sites listed in this database to be a threat to the environmental
integrity of the subject site based on their being listed.

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6.3 OWNER PROVIDED DOCUMENT REVIEW

6.3.1 Underground Storage Tanks

According to Fonda maintained documents, the 10,000 gallon solvent (Acetate/Acetone) UST
was removed in 1988. Oversight during UST closure activities was provided by the VT DEC. On-
site olfactory observations and use of a photoionization detector (PID) did not indicate the
presence of contamination.

The second UST previously located at the subject site was removed in 2001. Site assessment
activities at the time of UST closure were performed by Heindel & Noyes of Burlington, Vermont.
This 8,300 gallon UST was located adjacent to the northwest corner of the Boiler House and was
used to store fuel oil for on-premises heating. The Heindel & Noyes report to the VT DEC
indicated that the UST was in good condition. Furthermore, no impacts to soils were identified
based on field screening with a PID.

6.3.2 Hazardous Waste Management & Training

CPAI reviewed the Fonda Hazardous Waste Management & Training Plan during site
reconnaissance activities. The plan identified all wastes generated at the subject site and the
disposal method. Wastes were categorized as follows:

Used Oil - Non RCRA, Vermont regulated wastes including crankcase, gear-
box, cutting and hydraulic oils. Accumulated in 55 gallon drums for removal/
transport by Heritage Environmental, Inc. of Williston, Vermont.

Universal Waste - Mercury containing fluorescent light tubes, accumulated
in original boxes for pick up/transport by Green Mountain Electric of Newport,
Vermont.

Safety Kleen Tank - Cleaning solvent tank located at north central section
of Building #1. Tank is controlled by Safety Kleen which services the tank
once per month. Service includes replacing old solution with fresh, recycled
or reclaimed solution. Contents owned by Safety Kleen.

Air Pollution - No inks or coatings containing in excess of 2.9 pounds per
gallon volatile organic compounds (VOC's) are used by Fonda presses.
Fonda uses water based inks and coatings.

Non-Hazardous Printing Press Wash-up Waste Water - Generated by cleanup
of pail & tray printers and equipment. Although waste was categorized as
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non-hazardous, the City of St. Albans did not allow it to be put into drains.
Waster water was accumulated in totes for removal/transport by Heritage
Environmental, Inc. of Williston, Vermont.

Used Containers - Emptied and cleaned by Fonda so that they contained
less than one (1) inch of residual product in accordance with VT Hazardous
Waste Regulations.

6.3.3 Daily Work Day Inventory of Hazardous Wastes

CPAI reviewed the daily inventory of hazardous wastes stored on-site. The last day on which
hazardous/regulated/universal wastes were present at the subject site, according to inventory
logs, was March 14, 2006. On this day the inventory indicated the following wastes stored at
the facility:

¢ 5 drums of waste ol

e 1 drum of oily rags

¢ 3 drums of Ethyl Acetate

* 1 box of fluorescent light tubes

¢ 1 drum of speedi dri

e 2 drums of waste paint

* 3 lab pack drums

¢ 1 drum of broken fluorescent light tubes

The daily inventory on March 15, 2006 stated "all items shipped out". The final inventory log
dated March 16, 2007 indicated that the hazardous waste storage area was empty.

6.3.4 Tier II Emergency and Hazardous Chemical Inventory

Facilities covered by The Emergency Planning and Community Right to Know Act (EPCRA) must
submit an emergency and hazardous chemical inventory form to the LEPC, the SERC and the local
fire department annually. Fonda Group, Inc. filed a Tier II form on an annual basis. The most
recent Tier II form on file was dated January 6, 2006 and covered calendar year 2005. Tier II
forms require basic facility identification information, employee contact information for both emer-
gencies and non-emergencies, and information about chemicals stored or used at the facility:

» The chemical nhame or the common name as indicated on the MSDS

¢ An estimate of the maximum amount of the chemical present at any time during the
preceding calendar year and the average daily amount

» A brief description of the manner of storage of the chemical

e The location of the chemical at the facility

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In their Tier II report dated January 6, 2006, Fonda included ink with ammonium hydroxide and
ink with isopropanol. Reports from previous years also included ethyl acetate and synasol
solvent.

6.3.5 Facility Closure Requirements

In accordance with Vermont Hazardous Waste Management Regulations (VHWMR), Section 7-
309(c), a generator who no longer generates or manages hazardous waste at a site must
provide closure documentation to the VT DEC. This includes providing written notice to the VT
DEC prior to closure and submitting certification of closure within ninety (90) days of completion.

Included in Fonda maintained documents on-site was certified mail from the VT DEC/Waste
Management Division (WMD) dated February 1, 2005. In this correspondence from Ms. Sherri
Kasten to Ms. Judy Towle of the Fonda Group, Inc., closure requirements for registered
hazardous waste generators were detailed. There was no documentation on-site related to
facility closure documentation.

CPAI contacted Mr. Steve Simoes of the VT DEC/WMD to determine if required site closure
documentation had bee filed. According to Mr. Simoes, the site file for the Fonda Group, Inc.
Facility did not contain the required site closure documentation.
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7.0 QUESTIONNAIRES/INTERVIEW(S) & SITE RECONNAISSANCE

7.1 QUESTIONNAIRES/INTERVIEW(S)

In addition to the following questionnaires, other records of communication may be found in
Appendix 6.

7.1.1 Owner Questionnaire

Fonda Group, Inc. declined to complete the Owner Questionnaire. The Owner Questionnaire is
included in Appendix 5.

7.2.2 User Questionnaire

The User Questionnaire was completed by Ms. Elizabeth Gamache, Interim City Manager for the
City of St. Albans. Ms. Gamache responded that it is possible the purchase price is less than fair
market value due to the unknown status of contamination. Ms. Gamache went on to state that
other factors, including the building's obsolescence may have contributed to the lower market
price. The completed User Questionnaire is included in Appendix 5.

7.2.3 ESA Questionnaire

Ms. Sue Chabot, Human Resources Manager for Fonda Group, Inc. was interviewed during the
site reconnaissance on August 1, 2007. Ms. Chabot has been associated with the subject site
for twenty one (21) years. Ms. Chabot reported that the subject site had been improved
specifically for the Fonda Group, Inc. and had been used for the manufacture of paper products
since the 1930's. Hazardous/potentially hazardous materials utilized in the manufacturing
process included solvents, inks, glues, grease, silicone and acetate. Ms. Chabot also disclosed
that two (2) UST's previously located at the site had been removed, including one (1) that
contained solvent and one (1) that contained fuel oil for on premises heating.

The completed ESA Questionnaire is included in Appendix 5.

7.2 SITE RECONNAISSANCE

7.2.1 Methodology

CPAI representative Kyle B. Austin performed a site reconnaissance of the property on August 1,

2007. During the site all interior areas were inspected. Furthermore, the entire property was
inspected/walked by CPAL. There were no limiting conditions on the day of the site
reconnaissance. Documentation of site reconnaissance activities is attached in Appendix 6.

7.2.2 Hazardous Substances

CPAI did not observe the presence of any hazardous/potentially hazardous substances on/
adjacent to the subject site with the following exceptions:

e Four (4) 55 gallon drums were observed on the ground at the southeast
corner (exterior) of Building #3. The first drum had an open top and con-
tained an unidentified solid material. The second drum had a closed top,
was partially full and was labeled "Synthetic Lubricant". The third drum
had a closed top, was partially full and was labeled "Hydraulic Oil". The
fourth drum had a closed top, was partially full and had a "Texaco" sticker
on it.

e One (1) 55 gallon drum was observed at the southeast corner of the
loading dock area in Building #1. The drum had a closed top, contained

a residual amount of liquid, and was labeled as containing "Mixed Anti-
freeze".

7.2.3 Above Ground/Underground Storage Tanks

There was no evidence indicating the presence of underground/above ground storage tanks
(UST's/AST's) at the subject site with the following exceptions:

» Presence of fill/vent pipes protruding from the ground adjacent to the
entrance to the cafeteria at the east side of the 2-story section of
Building #1.
As discussed previously, the following UST's were removed:

» 10,000 gallon solvent UST, removed on November 30, 1988 (distribution
piping left in place).

» 8,300 gallon fuel oil UST, removed on August 14, 2001.

Both UST's were reported to be in good condition with no contamination of soil in the excavation
pits.
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7.2.4 Polychlorinated Biphenyl's (PCB's)

CPAI did not observe any evidence indicating the presence of PCB's at the subject site with the
following exceptions:

e Three utility owned (CVPS) fluid filled transformers within substation at
west side of junction of Buildings #1 & #2. Transformers are classified
PCB containing.

e Three Fonda Group, Inc. owned fluid filled transformers within substation
at the northwest corner of Building #3. Transformers are classified
non-PCB containing and are labeled as such.

¢ Miscellaneous transformers located throughout Buildings #1, #2 and #2.

CPAI did not observe any olfactory evidence, stained surfaces or stressed vegetation indicating
a past release associated with the above referenced transformers.

7.2.5 Solid Waste Disposal

CPAI did not observe any indication of mounds or depressions at the subject site suggesting that
solid waste materials had been dumped on, buried or burned at the site.

7.2.6 Other Environmental Concerns

Stained surfaces were observed in designated locations of the interior and exterior of Building's
#1, #2 & #3. This included staining of floor surfaces in the former hazardous waste storage
room, in the former printing area and ink storage area. Ink staining was also observed at the
exterior of the ink storage room at the east side of Building #2. Open floor drains were also
observed in the vicinity of floor staining in the former printing area/ink storage area.

CPAI found no indication of contamination or an imminent threat of contamination from the
following environmental concerns:

¢ Air emissions

e Farm waste concerns, i.e. feed lot spoils, manure stockpiles, etc.
Prolonged use or misapplication of pesticides, herbicides, soil
conditioners, or fertilizers

Contamination from an off-site source
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8.0 NON-ASTM SCOPE CONSIDERATIONS

The following are not included in the scope of this ESA. They are addressed for informational
purposes only. This list is not intended to include all non-scope environmental considerations
which may be of concern to the user.

8.1 ASBESTOS CONTAINING MATERIALS

Asbestos may be present in a wide variety of building materials. These include but are not limited
to: insulation materials, plaster, joint compound, flooring materials and mastics, and siding/
roofing materials. The only way to confirm the presence/ absence of asbestos in building
materials is to analyze one or more samples of the material by Polarized Light Microscopy (PLM) or
Transmission Electron Microscopy (TEM). Federal and State Regulations require asbestos
inspections prior to renovation/demolition activities which will disturb suspect asbestos containing
materials.

CPAI was retained by the Fonda Group, Inc. to perform a limited asbestos inspection within
Buildings #1, #2 & #3 in 2002. Inspection activities were limited to evaluation of accessible
suspect asbestos containing materials inside the building. Demolition to evaluate areas inside
pipe chases/wall cavities and other inaccessible areas, and an evaluation of exterior suspect
asbestos containing materials was not within the scope of this limited inspection. On-site
inspection activities were documented in a report dated October 5 and November 9, 2002.

8.2 RADON

Radon is generally not included within the scope of an ESA. Presence/absence of radon is site
specific and dependent on many factors, including, but not limited to, local geology, time of year
and weather factors. Radon testing is a relatively simple and inexpensive procedure and may be
performed at the discretion of the user.

8.3 LEAD-BASED PAINT

Buildings constructed prior to 1978 may contain lead-based paint on certain interior and exterior
components. Lead may also be found in dust or soil as a result of deterioration of surfaces
containing lead-based paint and/or from other environmental sources. Lead-based paint
inspection activities may be performed at the discretion of the user.
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Federal regulations require the performance of Toxicity Characteristic Leachate Procedure (TCLP)
testing for lead prior to demolition. Subchapter 2, Section 7-207, Table 1 (Maximum Concen-
tration of Contaminants for the Characteristic of Toxicity) of the Vermont Hazardous Waste
Management Regulations lists a limit for lead of 5.0 mill-igrams per liter (ppm). Materials which
are subject to a TCLP test and exceed this limit must be considered as lead hazardous waste or
certain abatement activities must occur to remove lead coatings prior to building demolition.

8.4 OTHER NON-SCOPE CONSIDERATIONS

Lead in drinking water and is an additional non-scope consideration which may be addressed at
the discretion of the user.
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9.0 FINDINGS & CONCLUSIONS

CPAI has performed a Phase 1 Environmental Site Assessment of the subject site, formerly the
Fonda Group, Inc. Facility, most recently known as Solo®, located at 15 - 21 Lower Newton
Street, St. Albans, Vermont. The subject site, comprised of + 5.5 acres of land, a large manuf-
acturing facility, and associated outbuildings, is identified on the USGS Topographic Map in
Appendix 1. The Phase 1 Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) was conducted on behalf of The
City of St. Albans, 100 North Main Street, St. Albans, Vermont, prior to planned purchase of the
property. All ESA activities were performed in conformance with the scope and limitations of
ASTM Practice E 1527-05. Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in
Section 2.0 of this report. This assessment has revealed no evidence of recognized
environmental conditions with the following exceptions:

e Regular usage of hazardous materials over the operating history of the facility,
including, but not limited to, solvents, petroleum products and inks, in various
manufacturing processes.

e Staining of designated surfaces inside/outside Buildings #1, #2 & #3.
¢ Past presence of two (2) underground storage tanks (UST's).

e Presence of abandoned 55 gallon drums with unconfirmed contents at
the exterior east side of Building #3 and at the southeast corner of the
loading dock area in Building #1.

e Presence of unidentified fill/vent pipes located adjacent to entrance to
cafeteria at east side of 2-story section of Building #1.

Hazardous materials used at the subject site included solvents, petroleum products and inks.
Prior to switching to the use of water based (food grade) inks, ink constituents may have
included heavy metals, including lead, chromium and barium. Open floor drains in the vicinity of
stained floor/wall surfaces within the facility represented a potential pathway for contaminants to
reach soils and/or groundwater at the site.

With respect to the past presence of UST's at the subject site, site assessment activities during
closure was limited to olfactory observations and screening of soils with a photoionization
detector (PID). Furthermore, distribution piping associated with the 10,000 gallon solvent UST
was reportedly rinsed and left in place.

Based on our findings, CPAI recommends the following:
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(1) Installation of groundwater monitoring wells at the site and sampling of
groundwater for the presence of heavy metals, volatile organic compounds
and semi-volatile organic compounds. Core samples of soils removed during
monitoring well installation should be screened with a photoionization detector
(PID) for the presence of volatile organic compounds.

(2) Proper removal, cleaning and disposal of distribution piping associated
with the former 10,000 gallon solvent UST.

(3) Characterization of contents of all abandoned 55 gallon drums and proper
disposal. Screening of ground/floor surfaces in the vicinity of drums with
a PID for the presence of volatile organic compounds.

(4) Excavation in the vicinity of the unidentified fill/vent pipes adjacent to
entrance to cafeteria at east side of 2-story section of Building #1 to
determine if an UST is present. Fill/vent pipes should be removed and
properly cleaned and disposed of.

CPAI also recommends follow-up with Fonda Group, Inc. personnel to ensure that all required site
closure documents are filed with the Vermont Department of Environmental Conservation in
accordance with Vermont Hazardous Waste Management Regulations.

With respect to non-scope considerations, prior to any demolition/renovation activities at the
subject site, CPAI recommends the following:

(1) Performance of a comprehensive asbestos inspection.

(2) Performance of Lead TCLP testing to ensure that demolition debris may
be disposed of as construction waste as opposed to lead hazardous waste.

(3) Removal/proper disposal of other potentially hazardous materials (i.e.
mercury containing thermostats, fluorescent light tubes, ballasts associated
with fluorescent fixtures, residual fuel oil, etc.).

CPAI findings and conclusions should not be considered as scientific certainties, but rather as
probabilities based on our professional experience and judgment concerning the significance of
the limited data gathered during the course of this ESA. Specifically, CPAI does not guarantee
that the site contains no hazardous substances, petroleum products, or other latent conditions
beyond that observed by CPAI during performance of this ESA.

These observations and findings are based on a review of standard federal and state
environmental records, research into the past uses of the subject site, an inspection of current
surface conditions as of August 1, 2007, and interview(s) with various people associated with the
site.
