A. Call to Order – Vice-Chair Champagne called meeting to order at 6:34

B. Design Review – Consideration of the following applications:
1. Case DAB 2018-002 / 253 South Main Street / Parcel # 26079253 –The applicant seeks a favorable recommendation for a metal garage – Mr. John McEnany was the applicant Member Poston asked if the garage would be back from the road and if the current structure would be removed.  Mr. McEnany affirmed both statements.  Member Morrie asked if there would be a foundation.  Mr. McEnany responded that there would be a four inch concrete slab.  Member Morrie asked if the walls and roof would be the same color.  Mr. McEnany responded that they would.  Vice-Chair Champagne asked whether the design would be vertical or horizontal. They came to be sure that the Board had approved the demolition of some of the structures on the property.  The Board was under impression that the entire project had already been approved.
