A. Call to Order – Chair Peltier called meeting to order at 6:31
1. Discuss Additions or Deletions to Agenda 

B. Design Review – Consideration of the following applications:
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Case DAB 2018-004 / 253 Lake Street / Parcel # 23049253 –The applicant seeks a favorable recommendation for a site plan that includes the addition of an 8-unit apartment building and associated parking – Mr. Tyler Stanislas, Mr. Justin Holmes and Mr. Laz Scangas presented the application.  They are proposing a two story 8-unit apartment building with 22 parking spaces.  There will be a trash enclosure at the rear of the property.  They will be mounting lights at 16 feet above the ground level.  They are proposing a fence at the property line of 11 Cedar street with a buffer.  Chair Peltier asked if they would be demolishing the building.  Mr. Holmes stated that they would only be demolishing a shed on the back of the property.  Member Morrie asked if they would be removing the tree at 251 Lake Street.  Mr. Holmes stated that they would as the age of the tree made it unable to be saved.  Member Morrie asked about the trees on the property line of Holy Angels.  Mr. Holmes stated that they would be making a plan for those as well.  Mr. Stanislas owns 12 North Elm Street as well and there will be a request for a boundary line change.  Vice-Chair Champagne asked why they are proposing more parking spaces than necessary.  Mr. Scangas stated that they decided to have as many as they might need.  There will be 1.83 parking spaces per unit.  Mr. Holmes stated that they wanted to satisfy the requirements of the DRB.  Member Morrie asked about the green space.  Mr. Holmes stated that in the B1 district there is no requirement for green space.  Member Poston asked about the design of the dumpster enclosure.  Mr. Holmes stated that it would be vinyl and match the colors of the building.  Vice-Chair Champagne asked about signage stating the street number.  Mr. Southwick stated that he would be working with the State to number the units.  Vice-Chair Champagne asked about where mail would be collected.  Mr. Stanislas stated that he could put in a lock box at the entrance of the building.  They were counting on mail being foot carried.  Member Morrie asked whether there would be gutters.  Mr. Scangas stated that there would be rain diverters at each point that you enter the building.  They were looking at the porches marking the entry points.  Member Morrie asked if the upper story windows were four over one.  Mr. Scangas stated that they added the windows to give them a little more detail on the second floor.  He then presented the materials and color samples.  Mr. Holmes stated that the plan is to paint the front of the building the same as the rear of the building.  Vice-Chair Champagne stated that there was discrepancy between the site plans and floor plans.  Mr. Scangas stated that the site plans were correct and that there would be a window.  Member Poston asked if there was a curb cut.  Mr. Holmes stated that there is currently a curb cut but that it would be expanded.  Member Poston made a motion to approve as presented with a comment that more landscape would be appreciated.  Member Morrie seconded the motion.  It passed unanimously.


C. Other Business – 
1. Approval of minutes – Member Morrie made a motion to approve the February 26, 2018 minutes as amended.  Member Collin seconded the motion.  The motion passed.  Chair Peltier abstained.
2. Other –  
a. Sign Updates –  A sign is going up on 79 Walnut Street for Nutrablend.  Fairpoint has changed to Consolidated Communications so they are changing their sign.
b. Enforcement Updates – Door Hanging tags have been developed.  PHSO staff have the door hangers and place the hangers when they see an issue.  They will then take a picture of the infraction and send it to Mr. Southwick.
c. Vice-Chair Champagne asked if there was a checklist of specifics that needed to be included on the site plans so that applicants have a guideline.  Mr. Southwick stated that there wasn’t one currently but that one could be put together.  Member Morrie asked if there was any way to use knowledge of other properties that the owner owns to help with the decisions.  Mr. Southwick stated that there have been conditions placed on properties to take care of current issues before any new approvals. Member Morrie stated that it was hard to tell who the owners of adjoining properties were when it just has an LLC listed as the owner.  Mr. Southwick stated that he has been asked in the past to find out who is the actual owner of a property inside the LLC.  Member Poston asked if there could be a portfolio of properties that shows what properties the owners already have.  *Still under consideration*
