 1. Call to Order - Chair called meeting to order at 6:32 
a. Discuss Additions or Deletions to Agenda  
D. Southwick introduced W. Coy as the new minute taker for the Board.
 2. Design Review – Consideration of the following applications:
a. 50 Kingman Street / Parcel 230048050  The applicant seeks a favorable recommendation for a new façade paint scheme.  This property is located in the (B1) Business 1 District, the (DR-1) Traditional Design Review District and the St. Albans Historical Downtown District.  TABLED FROM JUNE 26, 2017  
Keri Poquette is the business owner of 50 Kingman.  Third color choice, Details on how the keystone features on the upper rim were to be painted, details about re-shingling of the roof feature over the main door on Kingman Street, faux railing, awning for proposed front door, Plans for sign area over main door above Kingman St.
50 Kingman: This building is only being re-shingled.  None of the other items are for 50 Kingman.  K. Poquette is proposing asphalt shingles that are a red brick color that matches the building.  The original shingles were cedar and are in bad shape.
55 Kingman:  K. Poquette states that the historic paint colors are from the historic color collection from Newtons.  At the last meeting, the Committee was concerned with the placement of the green.  She clarified that just the columns will be green as is shown in the rendering.   Also many things are protruding through the brick.  The Committee questioned whether the many things that are protruding through the brick can be painted?  No.  They can’t.  These are direct vents from the heating units in each unit and cannot be painted.  The keystone at the top would be painted all one color.  This would make it appealing and maintainable.  Many buildings in town have the same painting on the top keystone.  Committee reviewed the color samples of the paint and the shingles.  K. Collin put forward a motion to approve with the change of the address, that the property being painted would be 55 Kingman Street / 47 Federal Street address.  All pipes would be painted to match the background behind them. The awning would not be a part of this motion or the railing.  J. Morrie seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  
 
8. Other Business 
a. Approval of Minutes J. Morrie made a motion to approve the minutes from June 26, 2017.  K. Collin seconded the motion.  They passed unanimously.
b. Other - J. Morrie questioned the Twiggs lights and the changes that need to be made.  D. Southwick stated that he spoke to the owner and that he is waiting for his electrician.    He also questioned the color scheme for the barber shop on Lake Street.  The owner decided to go with inverting the blue and red and not the red and white stripe.
