The Acting Zoning Administrator read the staff report into record.  There were no questions from the board to staff.  The applicant, Chase Cota, presented his application to the board stating that the business will have 3 bays, office and restroom.  There will be 2 full time employees for staff.  The storage containers that are shown will be removed.  Parking will consist of cars, trucks and U-Haul trucks.  The Railroad owns the parking lot and at this time there is no formal agreement with the Railroad to park on their property.  Applicant stated that one the Use is approved that he will then have to fill out a form with the Railroad.  It was asked of staff if the applicant was advised that he would need to go through site plan review for parking to which staff replied that they had.  There was discussion between the board and the applicant 
With no further questions from the board, staff or applicant the hearing was closed at 6:55pm.


2. Case 2012-003 – 77 Nason Street, LLC – 77 Nason Street/Parcel #26-060-077.  Applicant requests approval for the Conditional Use of an 11 Unit Multi-family dwelling.  The subject parcel is located within the HDR, High Density Residential District.

3. Case 2012-004 – Mylan Technologies, Inc. – 110 Lake Street/Parcel #26-049-110.  Applicant request approval for a Major Site Plan.  The subject parcel is located within the S-I Service Industrial District.

The Zoning Administrator read into record the staff report.  Peter Cross represented Mylan Technologies and presented a new site plan that addresses item 11 of the staff report and proceeded to go over the site plan.  Marlys Lemnah questioned and verified the chillers.  There will be 3 new chillers which will be fenced and there will be no new landscaping.  Dustin Degree asked about the historic reference to the 2 buildings being torn down.  Peter Cross stated that building #1 has no historic value and he is unaware of what the railroad did with the building.  Building #2 was a blacksmith shop and it is currently ready to fall down, has no value and is becoming a safety hazard.  Mike Walsh asked what the footprint will be for #2 and was told it will be vacant for the time being.
With concerns to parking, Mr. Cross stated 22 spots will be eliminated, there will be 298 spaces on site and the Land Development Regulations state that 596 spaces are needed.  Different scenarios are being worked on with the City in regards to the parking issue with no option being any less desirable than another.  Lighting will be 20’ poles that will be sitting on 2’ high concrete stands.  In regards to drainage they will be eliminating some and there is no need to add any new drainage.  There will be no new landscaping and the entire site will eventually be fenced in.  Under comment from the public Chris Dermody asked if the chillers could be moved closer to Lake Street and if the sound could or should be vertical.  With no other comments the hearing closed at 7:34pm.

4. Case 2012-005 – Franklin South LLC – 128 South Main Street/Parcel #26-079-128.  Applicant requests approval for a minor site plan and variance for required off-street parking.  The subject is located within the B2, Business 2 District.
